The meeting was called to order 8:07 at pm. 

Sherri Booye made the motion to accept the minutes from the last meeting.  Anne Draine seconded, and the Board 

approved unanimously. 

Treasurer’s Report – Jessie reported that are balances are around 136K, which includes some sponsorship money.    

2021 Williams/Warren Clinic:  To be held June 26-27th.    Sheli reported that rider selections will be completed by June 

01.  As COVID restrictions are being lifted, we are re-evaluating the number of auditors that will be allowed and Sheli will 

send an email when she knows how many we’ll be able to have.  Dianne reported that because of the limitations of 

internet signal, instead of live streaming, videos will be uploaded Saturday and Sunday post production with each rider 

having a separate video.   Sheli is also in the planning stages for evening activities.    

Chapter Challenge- Sandy Toby reported that she’s looking for a contact for a local nursery for potted plants.   The show 

will be held August 21st at The Meadow in Doswell. As we get closer, Sandy will be setting up committee meetings.  

Conflict of Interest Policy- All VADA board members (eg chapter representatives) need to sign the policy and submit it to 

Alison.  We are still missing forms.   

DAL- To be held July 14-16.  Opening date for entries is June 1 and closing date is July 5.  Dianne reported that VHC has 

made physical improvements to Bentree Barn, and the Tardy, Northern and DeeDee arenas.  They have also made “tiny 

houses” as judges booths (7 of them).
